    a number of aniline dyes, and several benzoquinoline derivatives; during WWI, with Alcan Hirsch,
    cracked the German formulas for novacaine, veronal, and synthetic adrenalin; pioneered research on
    petroleum bases, esp. quinolines, which he called "petroleum alkaloids"; synthesized many new
    semicarbazides, hydrazines, and hyantoin derivatives; used glacial acetic acid as a solvent for cyanic
    acid and prussic acid reactions; discovered a series of compounds containing 2 rings conjugated
    through nitrogen as a result of a criss cross addition.
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
