    investigations of fibers; improved the rotating crystal method of X-ray analysis; established the
    dislocation theory of crystal lattice imperfections; studied reaction kinetics and established the theory
    of bimolecular activation energy (with Eyring) and the generalized theory of absolute rates of
    reaction (with M. Evans); investigated ionic reactions in solutions, bond dissociation energies, and
    the mechanism of polymerization.

    FOOTNOTE:  Polányi studied with Bredig at the Technische Hochschule in Karlsruhe in 1912-1914,
    when he left to serve as an army medical officer.  While serving, he wrote several scientific papers,
    one of which became his doctoral dissertation submitted to the University of Budapest.
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
